P-1:
Continues Water Mobility testing at Pax River. High water speed runs continue to more fully develop longitudinal center of gravity (LCG) and gross vehicle weight (GVW) operational envelope. Achieved planing speeds at the highest GVW to date = 77000lbs. Conducted NAV/SA testing out into Chesapeake Bay to checkout the ability to steer to way-points. Results from test were mostly positive. Also conducted SATCOM testing.
